Culture Day, Chapter 8 
Week 8, Day 1

Les départements et les collectivités d’outre mer (overview)
· Introductory reading : La France d’outre-mer

· Focused reading SBA: Martinique, Guide Pratique
· *PLEASE NOTE : Other than the warm-up and the SBA, the discussion portion of the lesson can be done partially in English for a more in-depth discussion with the students.*

Materials needed
·  4th Edition of Chez Nous
· Martinique worksheets for the focused reading exercise (optional, see attached – ¼ pg. ea.)
Instructions for the oral presentation (5 min.)

(slides 1- 3) Students should have printed the detailed guidelines for the oral presentation. Go over important aspects of the assignment with them, including deadlines (see left side of slides). 
If they are worried about the evaluation process, feel free to let them know that the presentations will be audio recorded, to allow you to give a better and more objective evaluation of their work.
Warm-up/Review (8 min.)

(slide 5) Vos meilleures vacances! With a partner, students discuss the best vacation they’ve ever had, what the weather was like, and what activities they did.

 (slide 6) Ask students if they can guess in which area of the world these countries (French DOM and COM, as well as US territories) are located. Briefly explain that like the US, France has territories that are located outside the mainland.
Introductory reading (10 min)
Before reading
· Transition: Has anyone in this class been to a US Territory, such as the Virgin Islands (St-Croix or St-Thomas), or Puerto Rico? Like the US, France has territories outside the mainland, known as the Départements et Collectivités d’Outre Mer (DOM and COM), about which will now be reading.

(slide 7) Show map of Francophonie, including locations we just talked about (Samoa, Puerto Rico, etc.) and introduce the reading. Follow the suggestions indicated on p. 330 in the margins in blue (Teacher’s Edition) where it says, « … ask students to locate the various places that make up la France d’outre-mer on a map […] and speculate about what the climate would be like […] and what activities would be likely ». Skip « Finally, ask students to find out what languages are spoken in these regions » (*It’s rather difficult to complete this task with the information given).
Reading 
(slide 8) Turn to p. 330. You may read the passage aloud to your students if you like, and have them follow along; or, if you’d like to take the opportunity to practice pronunciation and/or give students a chance to participate, you can have students read a couple lines at a time. 
Be sure to highlight the difference between DOM and COM:

- DOM (département d’outre-mer) – Guadeloupe, Martinique, Guyane, Réunion, and as of April 2011, Mayotte – whose inhabitants are French citizens and have almost the same status and rights as people living on the mainland. (You may want to point out, though, that they are counted differently in census and birth data and not counted at all in things like France’s unemployment rate). This might be a good time to ask if “former French colonies” is a good way to describe the DOM.
- COM (collectivités d’outre-mer—includes TOM & POM) – St-Pierre-et-Miquelon, St-Martin and French Polynesia, among others – which have a bit more autonomy than French départements.
Follow-up
(slide 9) Corrections to the reading
(slide 10) Have students answer the questions that follow the reading in Et vous? (p. 331) * Question #1 was skipped; it was already introduced in the warm-up.* If time allows, after answering the last question, follow the suggestions indicated on p. 331 in the margins in blue (Teacher’s Edition) where it says, « Compare France’s overseas departments and territories with the status of Hawaii and Alaska vs. Puerto Rico and the American Virgin Islands. […] ». It might open up an interesting discussion.
(slide 11) Discussion of some cultural differences between the DOM and France.
Focused reading (12 min)
· Transition: [SWITCH back to French!] Et vous, pour les vacances, est-ce que vous pensez que les territoires d’outre-mer sont de bonnes destinations? Qui est déjà allé à Porto Rico? Et dans les Îles Vierges américaines (par exemple, à Sainte-Croix ou à Saint-Thomas)? (react to Ss answers) Maintenant, imaginez que nous allons dans un département français d’outre-mer, en Martinique! Avant de partir, vous avez trouvé une brochure sur la Martinique. On va voir quelles informations il y a dans la brochure...
(slide 12) Martinique: Guide Pratique. (p. 331-333). Show slide to have Ss go to pages 331-333, then turn off projector, and sit with them in a circle (Closer, more intimate for discussion). Do all parts indicated in the book: A, B [parts B, C and D in French, if possible!], C, and D. For part B, have students fill out worksheet on Martinique (see attached); check comprehension after they read by going over the answers (found in blue in the upper-left-hand margin on p. 332, Teacher’s Edition) before moving on to part C. Then conclude with the discussion-generating questions in Part D.
SBA (15 min)

· Transition/Preview: Would you consider la Martinique to be a tropical dream destination that would interest Americans? If you had other vacationing options besides la Martinique, would you consider them? For example, three other overseas parts of France include Saint-Pierre-et-Miquelon in North America, Tahiti in the Pacific, and French Guiana in South America. Which one could you see yourself vacationing in?
Task-setting

(slide 10) Voyageons! Explain to students that they are imagining that they are vacationing in any of the three places given on the slide, indicated with the accompanying pictures. 
Task performance

(slide 10) Using their imaginations, the students write a travel journal entry in French of what the weather is like on a given day and what activities they did. Encourage students to be as thorough as possible. Give them about 8-9 minutes to compose an entry.
Follow-up

Use the remaining time to allow students to share their entries out loud with each other. Take volunteers; or, if you feel as if some students haven’t participated enough that day, call on them and encourage them to share. Then as a class, compare all entries: which department was the most popular destination? See if students can tell you why.
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
